6] Funnel shaped pit at the top of a volcano 14

7] Type of volcano- layer upon layer of non-explosive eruptions, gentle slope

8] Type of volcano- built from pyroclastic explosive eruptions, steep

9] Type of volcano- alternating explosive and non-explosive eruptions 10

10] Material composed of hot ash, dust, and gases ejected at 200 km/hr and 700degrees C.

11] Gases in magma form bubbles, then the hardened bubbles break into tiny, glasslike slivers

12] Pebble like bits of magma that harden before they hit the ground (less than 6.4 cm) 1.9

13] Large blob of magma that spins and hardens in the air 3

14] Huge rock exploded from a volcano (can be house sized)

15] Lava type- forms a glassy surface with wrinkles, not viscous 2

16] Lava type-viscous, breaks into sharp small chunks as it cools 1

17] Lava type-cool stiff lava that does not flow far and forms jumbled heaps

18] Lava type- forms under water and makes rounded lumps
