MICHIGAN DAYLIGHT LAB NAME

The amount of daylight hours in Michigan varies depending on the season. During the summer months of
June, July, and August, the state typically experiences around 15 hours of daylight per day. In the winter
months of December, January, and February, daylight hours are much shorter, with an average of around 8-9
hours of daylight per day. Spring and Fall seasons are 12 hours on average. The amount of daylight also
changes gradually over the course of the year, with the longest days in June and the shortest in December.

e February: 9 hours and 47 minutes

e March: 11 hours and 21 minutes

e April: 12 hours and 54 minutes

e May: 14 hours and 23 minutes

e June: 15 hours and 3 minutes

e July: 15 hours and 2 minutes

o September: 13 hours and 23 minutes
e October: 12 hours and 15 minutes

e November: 10 hours and 36 minutes
e December: 9 hours and 3 minutes
